o Itwas noted that |||l on'y used a very small number of animals compared to
those asked for initially, and that only 2 protocols were used.

e |t can be seen from section 4.4 that the licence was not able to fulfil all of its aims due to a
“lack of human resources”, yet the aims that were completed seem to have been done so
whilst also achieving a number reduction, this was congratulated. .

e Section 3.1 and 3.2 concerning organoid cultures helped achieve the above-mentioned
reduction, could a little more detail on the subsequent quantitative impact of that technology
on reducing animal be figures be given? And was this due to the collaboration? Or due to self-
developed technologies? A little more detail, with figures, would be much appreciated.

were deemed to still have only experienced mild severity?

o 3.4 —please can the list of techniques that this licence has used be detailed, along with a brief
comment on how successful they were in section 3.5.

e 4.8 — The committee congratulates on the number of publications, but for
the reader’s better understanding could, the titles be included please? Along with highlighting
in bold those that disseminated 3Rs achievements.
